	Text4: This position is located in the Office of the Attorney General for the District of Columbia (OAG), Department of Insurance, Securities and Banking (DISB). The Office of the Attorney General is responsible for handling all the legal affairs of the District of Columbia government, including all advice-giving, the prosecution if criminal and civil matters, the defense of cases and matters brought against the city in the local and federal courts and any other forums where such claims are asserted. 

The Department of Insurance, Securities and Banking (Department) is responsible for executing District of Columbia laws to regulate the insurance, securities, and banking industries. The Department exercises statutory authority through licensing, financial audits of companies, rate regulation, servicing of consumer services requests, administration of premium and retaliatory tax laws, investigations, registration of securities offerings and exemption filings, registration of investment firms and advisors, rulemaking, and inspections. The Department proposes regulatory policy, new legislation and revisions to existing laws and regulations. 

This position serves as the Hearing Examiner conducting administrative hearings for the securities, insurance, and banking bureaus.   

	Text5: Serves as the Hearing Examiner conducting hearings on the full range of challenges that come before the Department of Insurance, Securities and Banking (DISB).

Conducts administrative hearings relating to license suspensions, revocations, fines, and other enforcement actions.

Keeps operating officials abreast of regulations to ensure compliance with the judicial and administrative requirements. Provides advisories in the development of administrative policies.

Collects pertinent information from many varied internal and external sources. Devises analytical techniques to formulate and evaluate findings; and makes authoritative recommendations. During hearings, the incumbent acts with legal expertise needed to effectively cross-examine respondents and witnesses to elicit facts necessary to render fair decisions.  The questioning of all parties must be carried out in a fair and even-handed manner.

Ensures that each hearing produces a clear, concise, and relevant record.  Incumbent must allow each party a reasonable amount of time to present arguments and, at the same time, conduct proceedings in a manner that affords participants hearings and impartial decisions.
